The Red Cross containers in the early photos of the school are for cyclone relief, packed ready for instant action.

The ferry in the day 3 photos was coming in when we first saw it.  Then it moved out again.  I asked someone whether it was coming or going & he said that it was arriving & probably had some prisoners on board.  I thought he was joking until Pip & Sophie came back from taking video & reported that the ferry had backed in, unloaded a prisoner into the paddy wagon, inside the barbed wire enclosure.  Then the ferry moved away from the dock while the prisoner(s) were taken away.  Apparently they are kept on distant islands & are now being brought into Honiara to face court.
